Street sweeping

road by April 1 for removal by the street sweeper. Weather permitting, the street sweeping program will
begin in mid-April. Street sweeping occurs weekdays from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. Residents are asked to avoid
parking on Town streets during this time to allow sweepers to clean the roadway.
